"Congress people ask us

much money to give the
state'.

"We tell them even they
used to give, but the differ-
ence is that they distributed
it to their cronies and we give
it to Haryana state," Shah
said addressing "Yuva
Hunkar" (youth power) rally
here in which besides 63-
year-old Khattar, many of
his ministerial colleagues,
party legislators and workers
reached the venue riding mo-
torcycles.

BJP leaders claimed that
over a lakh bikers participated
in the event, seen as an at-
tempt by the BJP to consoli-
date its hold on Jind and ad-
joining areas including Ro-
htak and Sonepat, strong-
holds of the predominant Jat
community.

Jind is also considered to
be the nerve centre of
Haryana politics.

"In this state, chief minis-
ters have gone to jail for cor-
ruption and here is Chief
Minister Khattar against
whom not even a single
charge of corruption has been
levelled," Shah said.

Under the Congress rule,
"the money used to go down
the gutter of corruption. But
now it flows from the Centre's
treasury into states’ coffers,"
Shah said, adding that Chief
Minister Manohar Lal Khat-

tar needs to be congratulated
for giving a corruption-free
and transparent regime after
a long time in the state.

Hitting out at the previous
Congress government, Shah
alleged that "transfer industry
used to flourish in Haryana,
but now the entire system
has been made online and
jobs are given on merit."

Referring to the opposition
Congress deciding to hold
protests demanding that the
BJP give an account of its
four-year rule, Shah said,
"We don't need to give any
reply to the Congress, I have
come here to give account to
the people of Haryana."

Shah said that Haryana
had got liberal funds from
the Centre under the Naren-
dra Modi government, and
the Khattar government was
giving a transparent regime
to ensure all-round develop-
ment.

Referring to former chief
minister Bhupinder Singh
Hooda, Shah said "Listen
Hoodaji, I come here with
all accounts to be put before

2 killed in cylinder
blast in G. Noida

Two members of a family
were killed and one badly
injured in a blast due to an
LPG cylinder leak at a house
in Mandpa village of the
Dankaur police station area
on Thursday afternoon. The
injured was admitted at
Kailash Hospital in Greater
Noida.

They were identified as
Suleman (60) and Amir (16).

According to the informa-
tion, 60-year-old Suleman
was welding a broken iron
door in his house in the
Mandpa village. He was us-
ing a five kg small cylinder
for the welding at his house.
During this, Amir (16), Firoze
(30) and Tarannum (25)
were sitting near Suleman.
They are of the same fami-
ly.

ing. Suleman and Amir died
on the spot while Tarannum
and Firoz were badly suf-
fered burn injuries in this
incident. They were admitted
in Greater Noida's Kailash
hospital where doctors told
that they are in serious con-
dition.

The police reached on the
spot sent the dead bodies
for the post mortem and
started investigation into the
matter.

"When the Congress ruled
at the Centre and in Haryana,
the state got Rs 14,900 crore
under 13th Finance Commis-
sion and when Modi govern-
ment came, under 14th Fi-
nance Commission the state
got Rs 42,000 crore," he said.

"In addition, the state has
got funds and grants under
different schemes worth Rs
34,000 crore more under the
Modi government compared
to the previous regime," Shah
said.

He alleged that rulers in
the past exploited people over
caste lines for vote-bank pol-
itics, but the Khattar govern-
ment was taking every section
along for all-round develop-
ment in the state.

"In 2014, you gave man-
date to Modi ji and later to
Khattar ji, I want to say both
these governments gave you
a corruption-free regime.

"Rs 12 lakh crore worth
scams and corruption hap-
pened during Congress-led
governments at the Centre
and in Haryana and they

were shown the door by the
people of this country. We
have been in power for four
years now, but even our op-
ponents have not been able
tolevel any corruption charge
at us," Shah said.

Shah said the every section
including the rural poor and
farmers feel "that this gov-
ernment is their own".

He said in 2018-19 Union
budget, a bold decision of
fixing support prices for
crops at 50 per cent higher
than the cost of production
has been made.

He said no Congress gov-
ernment took such a step
earlier even though they
sought votes from farmers.

Shah said that even 'one-
rank one-pension' for ex-
servicemen had been lin-
gering for decades, but Modi
Government took this deci-
sion within one year of com-
ing to power.

He said the Modi Gov-
ernment has also brought
Ayushman Bharat Yojana
to provide quality and af-
fordable health care to near-

ly 50 crore people across
the country.

This scheme "Namo Care"
(Modicare), billed as the
world's largest government-
funded health care pro-
gramme, is a path-breaking
initiative of the central gov-
ernment which would bring
a paradigm shift in the
health sector, he said.

Shah also touched upon
other schemes and initia-
tives of the central govern-
ment for the poor, women
and other sections including
insurance, rural electrifica-
tion and toilet facility for
all.

"If one starts to talk about
all schemes for various sec-
tions launched by the Modi
and Khattar governments,
it will require a week to do
so and still that time may
not be enough..," Shah said.

Praising the Khattar gov-
ernment, he said Haryana
has become kerosene-free.
The state took a bold deci-
sion to introduce minimum
qualification criteria for can-
didates contesting panchayat
elections, he said

Shah also lauded the ef-
forts of government towards
improving sex ratio.

He told party workers to
ensure that BJP wins all the
10 Lok Sabha seats from
Haryana in 2019.

"Today the BJP rules 19
states. Let results (of states
going to polls) come on 3rd,
these will become 21," he
said.

He said Prime Minister
Modi wants to create an In-
dia "as dreamt by our free-
dom fighters, our brave sol-
diers defending our borders,
the poor, farmers and school
going girls".

Authority to issue RC against builders
if they fail to dep051t dues: YEIDA CEO

Greater Noida
Arun Vir Singh, the Chief
Executive Officer (CEO) of
the Yamuna Expressway In-
dustrial Development Au-
thority (YEIDA) has taken
tough stance against the
builders to give buyers their
rights. He clarified that if
the builders will violet the
instructions of the authority
then the process of issuing
RC will be started against
them.

YEIDA CEO Arun Vir
Singh on Thursday said that
the authority is committed
to give buyers their right.
Even Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath has
same motive. Being dis-
turbed with the attitude of
builders, buyers had sought
Yogi Adityanath’s attention
apart from the authority to-
wards their problem. Ac-
cording to the intention of

the government, a three-
member committee was
formed under the chairman-
ship of the ACEO to conduct
audits of the arbitrary
builders. He said that though
there are total 28 builders
in YEIDA area but only 12
builders are in action. The
responsibility of the audit of
all these builders’ projects
was entrusted to this com-
mittee.

The committee found in
its audit reports that eight
builders used buyers’ money
in other places. It means the
money which was taken from
the buyers for the project
was not used in that project.
Taking this matter seriously,
the authority issued notice
to eight builders and asked
for their reply. The builders
those have been found in-
vesting buyers’ money in oth-
er places are: ATS Realty Rs.
120.75 crore, Logics build-
state with Rs 37.84 crore,
Greenway Infrastructure
with Rs. 173.10 crore, Oasis
Realtech Pvt Ltd with Rs. 8
crore, Sunbird city with Rs.
27.55 million, Supertech
Township with Rs. 262.82
Crore and Three C Homes
Private Limited with Rs 27.93
crore. The total amount
comes to the tune of Rs 840
crore.

YEIDA CEO told that the

authority has sent notices to
these eight builders and
sought their reply into the
matter. These builders have
been told to open a bank ac-
count and deposit the buyers’
money which can be used in
completion of projects to give
possession to the buyers. In
case any buyer wants his
money back then that could
be returned from the amount
deposited in that account.
The CEO clearly said that
if the builders do not imple-
ment the instructions of the
authority then RC will be is-
sued against them. He said
that the remaining 20
builders have also been asked
to deposit authority’s dues
after issuing notices to them.
These builders have Rs
3514.14 crore dues of the au-
thority. The authority will
take strict action against
them if there is need for the
recovery of that amount.
